Procedures for Opening/Downloading Documents 
on BRHS Library Computers
Library computers can open documents created in Microsoft Office 2003 and Microsoft Office 2007.
Documents properly saved in one of those formats (.doc, .ppt, .xls, .mdb, or .docx, etc.) will open, if they can be saved to the desktop or a network drive.

Documents in these formats (i.e., not merely with the file extension changed) on a USB or other portable media, compatible with the Library’s hardware and Windows, should open.

There is no guarantee that a Microsoft Office attachment will open if it is transported via a third-party email or other web-based external storage source.
If the file is an uncorrupted, authentic Office 2003 document, it should open.

The XML ODF Open Office format is not compatible with Office 2003. 
Files with the following extensions: .odt for word processing (text) documents, .ods for spreadsheets, .odp for presentations, .odg for graphics, .odf for formulae, mathematical equations will not open.
